I spent some time reading part of Her-
man Hoeksema’s Reformed Dogmatics
the other day, and came across a mag-
nificent statement. In chapter 6 of vol-
ume 1, Hoeksema discussed the idea of
“God: Incomprehensible, Yet Know-
able.” He made the following observa-
tion:

The creature is not, but exists. God
does not exist, but is. He did not be-
come in time, but is eternally. (. . .)
The creature may be said to live, but
God is life; the creature may be clothed
with righteousness, holiness, and truth,
but God is righteousness, holiness, and
truth. He is light, and there is no dark-
ness in him at all (1 John 1:5). He is
the Almighty, the implication of all wis-
dom and knowledge. He is love, he is
light, and he is the strength of Israel (1
John 4:8; 1 John 1:5; 1 Samuel 15:29).

How wonderful it would be if God’s
people would begin to embrace Him for
what He is, and not for what we want
Him to be! Let each of us who are
called by the name of Christ to embrace
our Lord and Savior for who is really
is. Let us fight the temptation to fashion
Him into a god of our own liking and
image.
